Money Follows the Person  
Iowa has a new program called Money Follows the Person, or MFP.  

It is a grant consisting of both federal and state funds.  This program 

helps ICF/MR residents in Iowa to move into their own home or 

apartment in the community of their choice.  To qualify, an individ-

ual must have lived in an intermediate care facility (ICF) for people 

with MR for at least six months and must be eligible for Medicaid.  

G & G Living Centers, Inc. has utilized this program by transitioning 

six ICF/MR individuals into HCBS homes in Garnavillo, Guttenberg, 

and Edgewood.  A Transition Specialist helps each individual find the 

right place to live and find job opportunities.  MFP helps provide 

training for direct service workers and trial overnight visits for the 

individual in the new living situation.  MFP also provides funds for 

initial household setup costs (furniture, housewares, etc.), clothing, 

durable medical equipment, and home modifications if needed for 

safety reasons.  G & G Living Centers and Money Follows the Person 

are currently helping these six individuals live up to their full poten-

tial!
